Respect for other cultures and respect for all school community members is an important part of the 

values and beliefs held at Bull Creek Primary School. We have a strong Pastoral Care Program through the implementation of the Promoting Alternative 

Thinking Strategies Program (PATHS) and as a Kids Matter school all teachers implement these programs in their classrooms. 

We cater for students starting school at Kindergarten through to Year Six. Students leaving the school at the end of Year Six mainly attend Rossmoyne, 

Willetton or Leeming Senior High Schools, as well as a variety of other public and private schools. We have specialist teachers in the areas of Music, Science, 

Visual Arts, Physical Education and German. Bull Creek Primary School also offers specialist Instrumental Music Programs and to support our multicultural 

students we have an English as an Additional Language (EAL) teacher.  

The school is well served by a staff who are highly experienced, competent and professional, who implement cooperative learning approaches and make 

effective use of IT to support and enhance learning. The staff's maturity, qualifications and experience have enabled a professional ethos to develop whereby 

teachers readily accept responsibility for student development, classroom initiatives and curriculum implementation.

Background 

Teachers at Bull Creek Primary School implement the WA Curriculum (K-6) using the Primary Connections resources. Primary Connections was introduced in 
2012. All of the resources have been purchased and teachers have attended Professional Learning for the implementation in P-6 classrooms. Teachers at Bull 
Creek have identified Science as a Learning Area requiring a more consistent approach and a greater emphasis.
